English

History/Geography

Maths

problems based on the passing of time, working out how
long things have taken.

a container and reading scales in ml and I.

Music

practising singing in rounds.

PE

We will be improving our reactions, improving our fine
and gross motor skills with activities such as juggling!

PSHE and RSHE- Relationships

vocabulary to describe events. How can we manage
emotions?

Science
We will investigate which material would be best

They
will be able to explain with instructions
how they created their code and made
it work.
